 Burnout operations were conducted Tuesday to build wide fire lines on the 

northeast and south sides of the Alambre Fire. The operations were successful and 

contributed to the 50 percent containment achieved by firefighters working on boxing in 

the 6,118-acre fire located on the Tohono O’odham Nation. 

 

 An increase in moisture over the area also contributed to reducing the fire’s rate 

of spread and will allow firefighters to use more direct attack approaches today while 

they continue to work on firelines on the west and south sides of the fire. 

 

 Retardant and hand lines continued to hold on the northern edge of the fire. No 

further advance toward Kitt Peak National Observatories was observed, although 

firefighters remain in place on the peak where they continue working on reducing fuel 

loads in close proximity to the buildings and other resources on the site.   

 

 No homes or other structures are in immediate danger. Tribal authorities have 

contacted the community representatives of Pan Tak, Little Tucson and Fresnal Canyon 

to apprise residents of the fire’s location and activity. The fire remains five miles away 

from the closest homes.  

 

 CLOSURES: State Highway 386, the road from Highway 86 to Kitt 

Peak Observatories is closed. The access road to the village of Pan Tak is 

closed except to residents.
